Recipients will be honoured at an awards ceremony to be held on June 17th in conjunction with the annual FPTT National Meeting “Matching and Marketing your IP: How to get publicly-funded research into the hands of those who need it and can exploit it” being held on June 16-18, 2004 at the Westin Nova Scotian Hotel in Halifax. Statement of Intent of the FPTT Awards:


Increasingly, the priority of both Government and the private sector is to exploit Canadian talent and resources in federal laboratories to their fullest potential in order to encourage the kind of entrepreneurial spirit that propels an information and knowledge-based economy.

Since the establishment of the annual awards program in 1998, FPTT has honoured 36 teams and individuals involved in the transfer of knowledge and technology from federal laboratories and its subsequent exploitation.  The efforts of each recipient demonstrate the best practices employed in the development and commercialization of a wide array of techniques, services and products that create jobs, generate wealth and contribute to the economic and social well-being of Canadians at home, while cultivating new markets abroad.


Purpose of the Awards:

· Recognize federal employees for their outstanding achievements in the transfer of knowledge and technology of federal research and its subsequent exploitation.
· 
· Demonstrate the impact of R&D undertaken in the federal government.

· Foster an innovative culture in science-based departments and agencies.
Categories of FPTT Awards:

FPTT Technology Transfer Award
Category A: Award recognizes the successful transfer of knowledge and/or technology developed in federal research laboratories to a Canadian company and its subsequent successful commercialization.  (Award bestowed upon nominees from the federal government and the Canadian receptor).
Category B: Award recognizes the successful transfer of knowledge and/or technology developed in federal research laboratories for the public good that had a significant impact on the economic and social well-being of Canadians. (Award bestowed upon nominee(s) from the federal government).

FPTT Leadership in Technology Transfer Award

This special award is bestowed upon a federal employee for an outstanding career devoted to strengthening the federal government’s capacity to transfer knowledge and technology from federal laboratories to those who can most effectively exploit it.  (Award bestowed upon a nominee from the federal government).

Eligibility:

· Nominations must be submitted by a federal science-based department or agency.
· Nominations must be based on research developed and transferred from within the federal government.

· No more than six individuals can be named on a nomination (note – an individual may represent an organization).
· 
· Nominations must be endorsed by a senior official of the federal department or agency.
· Information relating to the described impact for which the nominee(s) is being nominated must be clearly substantiated in a letter from the Canadian receptor(s) (refers primarily to Category A of the Technology Transfer Award).
· Emphasis to be on the technology transfer process rather than on the development of the technology (description of the technology should be limited to one page or less).


Awards Review Committee:

· A prominent member of the S&T community in Canada will chair the Review Committee.

· The Review Committee will consist of a minimum of three key members of the private sector involved in the Canadian S&T community, including the Chair.

· The Review Committee will assess the nominations based on the identified criteria and acknowledges that not all criteria will apply to every nomination.

· Two new members will be recruited to the Review Committee each year to allow two members to retire, thus allowing for continuity and for rejuvenation.  

· The Review Committee may or may not award an FPTT Leadership Award to a meritorious candidate each year.  

Criteria for Evaluating Nominations:

Technology Transfer Award

When applicable, nominees must demonstrate the quality of the knowledge/technology transferred, and more importantly, describe the economic and/or social benefits and impacts; and how the knowledge/technology transfer process was handled to make it so successful.  To assist in the preparation of the nomination, the following guide and attached table have been provided:
Quality of the technology (10% of the score) – briefly describe the technology transferred and demonstrate what makes it outstanding (one page or less).
Economic and/or social benefit and impact (40% of the score) - highlight how the transfer of the technology resulted in a valuable contribution to the economic or social well-being of Canada, and the commercial success for the recipient company.  The following should be considered:
· breadth of market penetration as measured by the depth of influence on a company, on a sector, or on Canada;
· impact on job creation;

· contribution to Canadian and international competitiveness;

· actual and future return on investment;

· impact of patents, copyrights and trademarks relevant to achievements; 

· impact of the technology on Canada’s reputation through world-wide recognition or significant benefits to humankind;

· how the transfer of this research has built or strengthened an industry sector;

· how transferring this technology/knowledge has had a major impact on communities and/or on the lives of individual Canadians, i.e. environment, health, safety, defence, etc.;
· how transferring this technology/knowledge has had a major impact on meeting the departmental obligations for policy development, standards and regulatory requirements; and
· how transferring this technology/knowledge has had a major impact on assisting Canada in meeting its international obligations, i.e. Kyoto Accord.
Knowledge/technology transfer process (50% of the score) – describe the skills required and the challenges faced during the transfer process.  The following should be considered:
· timeliness and efficiency of the transfer process;
· what roles did each of the team members play; what was unique about the roles of those involved;
· vision created by the individual or the team and the development and execution of a plan to accomplish the vision;

· degree of resolve, persistence, barriers overcome, risk-taking and methods of risk management shown by the individual or the team to transfer the knowledge/technology;

· evidence of extraordinary achievement and of entrepreneurial skills relevant to cited achievements;

· how the cultural, organizational and policy differences between the researcher and the company were identified and overcome;
· how the technology or the scientific and technical knowledge was effectively transferred (and implemented) between the originator and the recipient;

· how the contacts were developed and the nature of the continuing relationship between the parties; and

· how the environment and/or culture was created that enabled effective use of the knowledge/technology in meeting customer needs.
FPTT Leadership in Technology Transfer Award

This special award is bestowed upon a federal employee for an outstanding career devoted to strengthening the federal government’s capacity to transfer knowledge and technology from federal laboratories to those who can most effectively exploit it.  
Nominee must fall within one and/or the other of the following:
· The nominee demonstrates his/her technology transfer leadership by his/her visible and catalytic role in the development and implementation of novel technology transfer models, practices and/or corporate policies that have had a very significant impact on technology transfer and commercialization of federal government research.

· The nominee is recognized by his peers as a technology transfer/intellectual property “guru” and has had a very significant impact on the transfer and exploitation of technology within the organization through his/her mentoring of commercialization officers. 

Included in the nomination should be a brief description of the following:

· the nominee’s accomplishments in relation to technology transfer activities (initiatives, policies, processes and programs) - must demonstrate that work was over and above normal expectations of the nominee(s) responsibilities (15% of the score);
· the degree and significance of the impact of these initiatives, policies, processes and programs on the department or agency and on Canada (15% of the score);
· the nominee’s leadership role (please provide evidence to subtantiate) and influence in creating a technology transfer culture within the organization and beyond; (40% of the score);
· the acceptance (buy in/support) of the federal technology transfer community (10% of the score);

· the nominee’s persistence and extraordinary effort in accomplishing his goals (10% of the score); and
· the challenges encountered (10% of the score).
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Processing of Nominations:

· Nominations will be considered for only one year.  The Awards Review Committee may request the FPTT Executive Office to encourage nominators of outstanding candidates to resubmit their nominations the following year.

· Decisions of the Awards Review Committee are final.

· Only award recipients will be notified prior to the FPTT Awards Ceremony.

· FPTT will not cover any of the travel costs associated with awards winners’ participation in the Awards Ceremony. 

Instructions for Submitting Nominations:
1. Nominations must be submitted by close of business on February 27, 2004 (submissions received after that date will not be accepted).
2. Nominations must be submitted electronically and in hard copy in both official languages.

3. The nomination form must be endorsed by a senior official of the nominee’s department or agency.

4. Information pertaining to the impact of the transfer and commercialization of the technology must be substantiated in a letter signed by the appropriate authority in the receptor Canadian company (Category A nominations must include this letter or the nomination will not be accepted).

Complete Submission consists of the following items to be mailed to the FPTT Executive Office:
· A completed nomination form signed by senior federal official

· Letter(s) signed by receptor Canadian company (applies to Category A)
